Massimiliano Fuksas, Frank Gehry, Rem Koolhaas, Kisho Kurokawa, Daniel Libeskind, and Renzo Piano. Rather than a history
of architecture, The Art of the City is a compelling and timely reflection on the important challenge of insuring the continued
liveability and aesthetic valorization of public spaces.
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
